a) For the Japanese Speech Contest:

(1) Must be a citizen of Bangladesh residing in Bangladesh
(2) If stayed in Japan, the duration of stay at a stretch must not be above three months

(3) Neither of the parents should be a Japanese
(4) Those who got SAFJUAA Invitation in the past are not eligible to apply. 

b) Bengali Cultural Performance:

(1) Must be a citizen of Japan residing in Bangladesh

(2) The total duration of stay in Bangladesh must not be above 5 (five) years

(3) Neither of the parents should be a Bangladeshi
4. Time Limit for Speech and the Number of Contestants
a) The time limit for a speech/song, others shall be 5 (five) minutes.

b) The number of contestants shall be limited to 12 (twelve) for both Japanese Speech Contest and Bengali Cultural Performance.
5. Topic for Speech Contest and Song & Cultural performance for Japanese Nationals 
A contestant for Japanese Speech Contest can select one topic from select following three topics:
1. For Bangladeshi Nationals:

i. Similarities and dissimilarities between Bangladeshi and Japanese Culture.
ii. Importance of Friendship between Bangladesh and Japan. 
iii. About my Country.
2. For Japanese Nationals:

Any kind of Bengali Cultural Performance will be accepted.

6. Certificate and Prize

a) The “Certificate of Participation” and gifts donated by different organizations will be given to each final contestant.

b) Crest will be given to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Prize Winners of Japanese Speech Contest and a token appreciation will be given to all Bengali Cultural Performance participants.
